As well, medical students need to be informed of how abortion provisioning has been marginalized, and how this might reflect negatively on their profession. Doctors should be informed that the profession is made more honourable when it is seen to be defending basic rights.” (http://www.canadiansforchoice.ca/caralreport.pdf , p. 50)
