A new sensitivity is clearly evident among both doctors and the public that there are exceptional situations where euthanasia could be considered by patients and their loved ones and by doctors and other caregivers as a final step necessary to assure quality care to the very end. [...] Although certain distinctions must be drawn (i.e. between terminating treatment, relieving pain and euthanasia, between euthanasia and assisted suicide), the question of euthanasia must be integrated as a part of appropriate end-of-life care as soon as possible. If euthanasia is to be permitted, it should certainly be within a context of care and as a medical act (page 9, paragraph 2).
